The first collection - spring/summer 2005 - is now in stock in leading department
stores including Barneys, Neiman Marcus, Saks, and Selfridges, and in specialty boutiques in the
US and Europe.

Born in Kent, UK, Sykes now resides in NYC and has worked at Harpers and Queen, Harper's
Bazaar, Town & Country, Allure and now at Marie Claire.

Sykes has created clothes for kids whose parents are very discerning about their own clothes,
and want their kids to have the same aesthetic. The designer takes her inspiration from runways
and high-end fashion magazines: the result is madras plaid patchwork trousers and reversible
cashmere hoodies for little boys, delicate embroidered sundresses for little girls and leather diaper
bags for their trendy parents.

Her partner,
Jennifer Chused, was formerly a fashion stylist for VH-1 music television.

Dwell offers cool graphics, funky colours and a modern sensibility for fashionable babies. The
lines are sold in crib sets (reversible bumper, reversible comforter, crib fitted sheet and crib fitted
skirt) and retail for $315. ltems are also sold separately — there's fitted sheets, crib skirts, and
boudoir pillows.

Best stroller: Bugaboo

Based in the Netherlands, Bugaboo is an innovative design/manufacture firm that's made its name
in the elite stroller category.

Notable for its rugged wheels and sleek, functional design, the Bugaboo is not cheap, retailing for
over $700: however, the price doesn't seem to be a deterrent for most fashionable parents.

Once the Bugaboo Frog was featured on the hit TV show Sex and the City, the stroller became
the must-have for chic urban moms everywhere.



In 2005 the brand launched two new styles: the Gecko, a pared-down version of the classic; and
the Chameleon, a customisable stroller for which parents can select their own unique colorways.
